	Pre-assessment:
Review the definition of common and proper nouns.  The students will play the game call 21 against the teacher.  They have 21 questions to identify the noun written on the board hidden under a poster board.  The game consist in asking the questions with the purpose of eliminating categories of nouns: is it a place, thing, name, or idea? How many common nouns can you think of on a specific topic?
1. Is it a place?  (Nouns Location- i.e.a Store, school, park, town, country, etc)
2. Is it a thing? (Nouns thing- Is it an animal? Is it something in the room? )3. Nouns: Fruits
3. Is it a name (proper nouns)? Is it someone famous?
4. Is it an idea? 

	Academic Vocabulary to be Taught or Reviewed:
Common Nouns- is a general name for a person, place, thing, or idea. Common nouns are usually not capitalized unless they begin a sentence or are part of a title.
Example: boy, team, bike, shoe, book, etc
Proper Nouns- is the name of a particular person, place, thing, or idea. A proper noun is always capitalized.
Example: Miss Webb, United States of America, West Virginia, Bobby, George Washington, etc.

	Learning Activities:

Focus: Attention getter- the teacher and students will sing the song about, “nouns” and use body movement to get students attention. The teacher will show the clip on nouns from the following website: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=8kcJzh6gqGM
Modeling and guided practice: The teacher will model how to identify proper and common nouns in sentence strips.  The teacher will model how to do the first two sentences and guide the students to identify the common and proper nouns in the sentences:

3. Zach will travel to Norway and Sweden. ______________

	Building/Applying Knowledge and Skills

	Learning Activities:
Cooperative Small Groups: The class will be divided in 4 small groups. Using magazine Pictures the students will create a poster board, one half will be common nouns and one half will be proper nouns. The students will play a game called "The Noun Race." On the white board/overhead screen/SMART board write the headings again at the top (Person, Place, Thing). Each group should also have a pencil or pen. Tell the class that they will be given five minutes for each group to find and circle proper and common nouns. After five minutes the group with the most nouns circled will win. After reviewing proper and common nouns by having the group name and tell which heading the proper noun should go under. This group activity can repeated as long as time permits.
Enrichment:  The student will use this interactive site Grammar Blast (Click on "3rd Grade Nouns"). A short story will be written using both types of nouns.
