	Pre-assessment:
Review situations or events involving cause and effect.  The students will create an instructional cube and write the clue words on it.  Working in pairs, the students will identify the cause and effect in set of 5 sentences by underlining in red the cause in blue the effect and in green the clue word.  Example: Joshua got an A on his test because he study all week long.

	Learning Activities:

Focus: Attention getter activity with dominoes.  The teacher will place the dominoes one behind the other and ask the class to identify the cause and effect. The teacher and students will sing the song about, “Cause and Effect” and use body movement to get students attention. The teacher will show the clip on cause and effect from the following website: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=rwDpJC6MEzo
Modeling and guided practice: The teacher and students will read Chapter1 of the book, The Wimpy Kid. The teacher model how to identify cause and effect using the clue words in a graphic organizer.
