	Introduction/Anticipatory Set

	Learning Activities:

Focus: The teacher and students will compete to find the most words created out of the word, ‘spelling.’ The teacher will show the clip about the Dropping Rule from the following website: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=r4M9OyLysV0
Modeling and guided practice: Write on the board:
Hope  +  -ed  =  hoped

Bake   +  -er   =  baker

         Drive  +   -ing =   driving

The first column has base words. The second column has suffixes.  The third column has derivatives.

Let’s remember:

Derivative= base word plus a suffix or prefix.

Let’s see how many word bases are the same.  What do you see in the final position?  Yes, they all begin with a vowel, so they are vowel suffixes.

Checkpoint:

 1. A final silent e

2. Vowel suffix

If any checkpoint is missing then you will not drop the final e.

	Building/Applying Knowledge and Skills

	Learning Activities:
Cooperative Small Groups: The class will be divided in 4 small groups and given a plastic bag filled with shaving cream where the children will model the dropping rule and create a foldable to show they can apply the newly learned rule.  The foldable will look something like this:
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Enrichment:  With partners, the students will practice with sand how the dropping rule works.  They will be given a list of words to practice the rule.

	Homework Assignments:  Practice their spelling by writing a short story using the words practiced in class.
